There have been several community projects delivered in the Jewellery
Quarter during July this year in the lead up to the judging and the opening of
the ‘In Bloom’ festival towards the end of July.

These projects are detailed below:

St Patrick’'s Catholic Primary School Creative Desig n Competition to
design a new ‘In Bloom’ Flag for St Paul's Church, at the Jewellery
Quarter.

The Royal Birmingham Society of Artists (RBSA) Freelance artist Jo
Naden was commissioned via the RBSA to deliver several creative works
shops to pupils at St Patrick’s Catholic Primary which helped them to create
their own artistic ideas and designs for the for the ‘Flag’ competition.

Jo explained how flags could represent a place such as the Jewellery Quarter
or Birmingham, or a Country like England and she described how to keep the
momentum of flowers for this particular ‘In Bloom’ Initiative. The children were
asked in groups to observe real flowers and leaves using a magnifying glass,
and they were encouraged to look at the finer detail of all sorts of summer
flowers and the shapes of precious stones such as diamonds.

The competition received 38 entries
from pupils aged 5 to 6 and it was a
hard task for Reverend Marie Rose
Gilbert to judge the final designs and to
pick out the lucky winners received 1%,
2" and 3 prizes of WH Smiths
Y vouchers to spend at their leisure.

The winner of the competition was Tia Morgan aged 9 who will be proudly
raising the flag that she designed.

The Kiran Rangoli and Creative Arts Centre  in Hockley is the first South Asian
Art Centre to be set up in Birmingham which opened in 2008.

The creative
workshops allowed the children aged 5
and 6 years to produce two Rangoli
display boards which will now be
displayed in the schools main reception. The photograph portrays how the
children were involved and how they were able to produce Rangoli art to create
the permanent displays. The boards can currently be viewed at St Paul’'s Church,
St Pauls Square in the Jewellery Quarter and in the Autumn the boards will be
permanently exhibited in the St Patrick’s Catholic Primary schools main reception
area for staff, pupils, parents and visitors to enjoy.
